In the first half of the Spring Term, 
Year 2 will be focussing on a text 
by author Oliver Jeffers called 
‘Lost and Found’. 
 
All of our writing in our English 
lessons will be based around 
this magical tale of friendship and 
loneliness which features a young 
boy and a lost penguin.  
 
The children will be writing a re-
telling as well as diary entries, 
character and setting descrip-
tions and much more! Green and 
Orange classes will also be taking 
part in many drama activities 
based around this wonderful sto-
ry. Why not visit the library and 
see if you can borrow a copy? 
 
During this half term, the children 
will continue their handwriting 
sessions where they are concen-
trating on forming letters in a 
clockwise direction and beginning 
to join their letters. Any additional 
work on this at home will benefit 
the children’s progress.  
 
In lessons, children will be learn-
ing about apostrophes for con-
traction, for example: do not = 
don’t. They will also be concen-
trating on using question and ex-
clamation marks to punctuate the 
end of their sentences.

In Maths for the first 
half term we will be 
consolidating and 

building upon the children’s 
knowledge of:  
 

• Place Value 

• Addition and subtraction: add-

ing and taking away mentally 
as well as using empty number 
lines and solving word prob-
lems. 

• Measurement: kg and g. 

• Multiplication: using multiplica-

tion facts for the 2, 5 and 10 x 
tables as well as solving word 
problems. 

• Division: using division facts for 

the 2, 5 and 10 x tables as well 
as solving word problems. 

• Geometry: looking at the prop-

erties of both 2D and 3D 
shapes. 

 
After Half Term we will be consolidat-
ing and building upon the children’s 
knowledge of:  
 

• Statistics (using tally charts 

and interpreting block dia-
grams)  

• Fractions  

• Time, position and direction  

• Capacity and temperature  

• Money  

 
Please continue to help your children 
to learn their 2, 5 and 10 x tables se-
curely and then move on to division 
facts relating to these multiplication 
facts.

It will benefit your child to practise 
their number bonds to 10, 20 and 100 
at home as well as their 2, 5 and 10 
times tables. To win a badge they 
have to recall these facts really quick-
ly. The more they practise the better! 
Practice makes perfect!

These lessons will be taught cross 
curricular with their Humanities 
topic.

At school, your child reads weekly 
with an adult and with their teacher 
as part of their Guided Reading 
sessions. This reading will support 
their learning, however, the biggest 
impact for your child will be reading 
every dayevery dayevery dayevery day at home. 
 
We urge you to spend ten to fifteen 
minutes EVERY day reading with 
your child. This daily reading and 
discussion about the text is essen-
tial for their ability to decode and 
answer comprehension questions, 
which is a vital skill for future learn-
ing across the whole curriculum.  
 
The children also have an oppor-
tunity to take home a weekly library 
book of their choice. The children 
can keep these books at home until 
they need to change them. Both 
classes have a library time on Mon-
days where they can change their 
books.

The 
children will learn about the readings at 
Mass and why they should listen to them.
