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English 

The first thing the children will be 

learning is how to write on the 

French style paper we use in the 

Junior School. We have been 

practicing our joined up hand-

writing everyday and we are 

starting to see some lovely re-

sults.  

Our first topic for the year is 

based around the book Princess 

Smartypants by Babette Cole. In 

Grammar, we are learning about 

nouns and adjectives and how to 

describe characters. 

We will also  be learning some 

Anansi stories including ‘Anansi 

and the Turtle’.  

Maths 

We are beginning the year by 

working on the children’s under-

standing of place value and using 

informal written methods to add 

and subtract. One of our key objec-

tives in mental mathematics is 

learning our number bonds to 20 

and 100. It is also important that 

children can add 10 to a number.   

We are also working hard to learn 

our 3 and 4 times tables as well as 

continuing to practise our 2, 5 and 

10 times tables. During the first 

half term, we will also cover a 

range of other topics including 2D 

shapes, multiplication, division and 

fractions. 

After the half term  break ,we will 

be working on telling the time to 

the nearest 5 minutes. As this is 

such a useful life skill, it would be 

very helpful if this could be prac-

ticed daily at home.  

 

Science 

Our topic this half term is Magnets 

and forces. We will explore the con-

cepts of forces and movement. The 

children will begin by predicting 

then investigating which common 

materials are magnetic or non-

magnetic and making  generalisa-

tions about them based on their re-

sults. They will also be investigating 

how things move on different sur-

faces and notice that some forces 

need contact between two objects, 

but magnetic forces can act at a dis-

tance. They will observe how mag-

nets attract or repel each other and 

attract some materials and not oth-

ers 

Our next topic will be ‘Rocks’ 

The children will find out the names 

of the rocks and their properties. 

They will test rocks for hardness and 

permeability. The children will also 

find out about the different uses for 

the different rocks. We will also be 

investigating fossils and soil types.  

Please continue helping to sup-

port your child with their reading 

at home every evening and sign 

their reading diary each time.  



Art and D&T 
 

We will link our Art work to our 

current topics in English and 

Topic.  Each class will also have 

an ‘Art day’ this term where 

they work with Mr Gerry on a 

big art piece.  

 

As we approach the end of the 

term we will be making some 

lovely Christmas decorations for 

our classrooms and other Christ-

mas related crafts.  

 

Geography/

History 

In the first part of the half term we 

will be learning about the United 

Kingdom. We will learn that the 

UK is made up of England, Scot-

land, Wales and Northern Ireland 

and we will learn the names of the 

capital cities of the UK.   

We will be using maps to help us 

locate key locations within the 

country.  We will look at different 

settlement types such as villages, 

towns and cities and make some 

comparisons between these. We 

will learn about the counties of 

England as well as doing some re-

search on Scotland and Wales.  

 

We will also be looking at the 

British monarchy which links with 

our English text on Princess 

Smartypants and the local environ-

ment that we live in.  

Computing 
This term the children will be de-

veloping their word processing 

skills through using MS publisher. 

They will be learning about e-

safety and understand the rules 

and dangers when using the inter-

net. We will also cover basic key-

board and typing skills such as us-

ing capital letters, using the shift 

or caps lock keys, and the correct 

use of the space bar. The children 

will also experiment with selecting 

different fonts and changing their 

size, style and colour.  They will 

learn how to import pictures to 

support their written work. We 

will also be learning how to use 

the internet for research.  The chil-

dren will be able to apply their re-

search skills to other subjects such 

as Geography. After half term, the 

children will be working on their 

coding skills.
